Blumenthal faced criti-
cism in the past for saying he
had served in Vietnam. Blu-
menthal served inthe Marine
Corps Reserves during Viet-
nam. He apologised in 2010,

saying he regretted his mis-
statements,

The White House did not
immediately respond to a re-
quest for elarity on how Gor-
such's comments were mis-
represented.

Gorsuch’s comments
came at the end of a week of
meetings with members of
theSenate,which is consider-
ing his nomination. His re-
sponse may have been aimed
at drawing a line of separa-
tion from the new president,
who hasbeena politically po-
larising figure among De
mocrats in a highly charged
partisanfight overthe court.

Prior to the judge's meet-
ing with Blumenthal, Trump
criticised the court that is de-

liberating his immigration
and refugee executive order,
tellinga group of policechiefs
his immigration order was
“done for the security of our
nation.”

The latest was Nord-
strom, which drew Trump’s
public anger on Twitter on
Wednesday for discontinu-
ing his daughter Ivanka's
line, saying sales had
slumped.

Trump shot back, first
from his personal account,
then retweeted from his offi-
cial @POTUS account: “My
daughter Ivanka has been
treated so unfairly by @
Nordstrom.Sheisagreatper-

— always pushing me to
dotheright thing! Terrible!”

The tweet initially sent
Nordstrom's shares down
slightly before they re-
bounded and ended the day
up4%, the biggestdaily gain
intwo months.

Two hours after attack-
ing the department store,
Trump hosted Intel's chief
executive officer Brian
Krzanich in the Oval Office
to announce that the semi-
conductor-maker  would
spend $7 billion on a factory

in Chandler, Arizona, creat-
ing 3,000 jobs —amove that
was already widely expect-
ed by investorsand did little
to boost shares. Once again,
Trump took toTwitter.

BILLION) in American IN-
NOVATION and JOBS! #
AmericaFirst,” he wrote.
